PROCEEDINGS OF THE TERREBONNE PARISH SCHOOL BOARD

AUGUST 17, 2004

The Terrebonne Parish School Board met today at 7:00 P.M. in regular session
at its regular meeting place, the Terrebonne Parish School Board Office, 201 Stadium
Drive, Houma, Louisiana, with Mr. Clark J. Bonvillain, President, presiding, and the
following members present: Mr. L. P. Bordelon, Ill, Vice-President, Mr. Roosevelt
Thomas, Mr. Gregory Harding, Mr. Richard Jackson, Mr. Rickie Pitre, Mr. Roger Dale
DeHart, Mr. Donald Duplantis, and Mr. Hayes Badeaux.

ABSENT: None

Mr. Thomas led the Board and audience in the invocation and Pledge of
Allegiance to the Flag.

A moment of silence was observed in memory of Larry Lucas, Jr., Ellender
Memorial High School student, and Amelia Eschete, Acadian Elementary School
student, who recently passed away.

The Buildings, Food Service, and Transportation Committee report was
presented to the Board with Mr. Bordelon, Chairman, presiding:

Dear Members of the Board:

The Buildings, Food Service, and Transportation Committee met on Monday,
August 9, 2004, at 5:00 P. M. in the Board Room of the School Board Office, 201
Stadium Drive, with the following members present: Mr. L. P. Bordelon, llI,
Chairman; Mr. Gregory Harding, Vice-Chairman, and Mr. Roger Dale DeHart.
Others in attendance were Mr. Richard Jackson, Mr. Donald Duplantis, Mr. Rickie
Pitre, Superintendent Ed Richard, Jr., and members of the staff.

Mr. Bordelon called the meeting to order. The meeting began with the
invocation and Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Mr. Donald Chamberlain addressed the Committee relative to the Houma Junior
High School/L. E. Fletcher Technical Community College sewer problem.

Mr. F. Travis Lavigne, Jr., Chancellor, L. E. Fletcher Technical Community
College, addressed the Committee relative to the sewer problem and stated that
the Community College is in the process of correcting the situation. Mr. Ronald
J. Boudreaux has been engaged by the State of Louisiana, Facility Planning
Department, as engineer for the project. The project is moving forward as
quickly as possible and the State will pay for the work to be done.

Mr. Ronald J. Boudreaux, Ronald J. Boudreaux, P. E., Inc., also addressed the
Committee relative to the above.

Mr. Merlin Lirette, The Merlin Group, LTD, addressed the Committee relative to
the substantial completion of the HVAC portion of the East Street School roof
project.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 1:

The Committee recommends that the Board approve substantial completion of
the East Street School HVAC replacement project, subject to the punch list,
authorize the Board President to sign all necessary documents pertaining
thereto and, upon completion of the punch list items, final inspection, and
receipt of the lien-free certificate, authorize the release of retainage.

Mr. Merlin Lirette, The Merlin Group, LTD, presented information and a request
for an extension of ninety (90) days relative to the Comprehensive Master Facility
Plan.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 2:

The Committee recommends that the Board approve a change order for an
extension of ninety (90) days relative to the Architectural Services for the
Comprehensive Master Facility Plan project, extending the contract time from
September 14, 2004, to December 13, 2004, and authorize the Board President to
sign all the necessary documents pertaining thereto.

Mr. Ronald J. Boudreaux addressed the Committee relative to the handicap lift
project at Evergreen Junior High School, Houma Junior High School, and
Terrebonne High School. The lift at Evergreen Junior High School is in place and
should be completed by the opening of school. Due to extensive structural
problems, the lift at Houma Junior High School should be completed by
September 15, 2004. Since the cost of both of the aforementioned lifts is
approximately $91,858.00, the lift at Terrebonne High School will not be installed
at this time due to budget constraints. The original budget set forth for the
entire project is $100,500.00.
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The Committee was presented with information relative to the roof survey and it
was requested that this item be presented at the next Buildings, Food Service,
and Transportation Committee meeting.

The Committee was presented with a monthly update on projects and
maintenance issues. A request was made that an update on the drainage projects
at Ellender Memorial High School, H. L. Bourgeois High School, and Mulberry
Elementary School be presented at the next Buildings, Food Service, and
Transportation Committee meeting.

There being no further business to come before the Buildings, Food Service, and
Transportation Committee, the meeting was adjourned.

Mr. Merlin Lirette, Architect, addressed the Board regarding the foregoing
motion.

Mr. DeHart moved, seconded by Mr. Harding, that the Board give some
direction to Mr. Merlin Lirette, Architect, and his staff, along with the Superintendent
and his staff, relative to the Master Facility Plan Project, and that the Board:

1) drop the 6-4-4 plan

2) survey overcrowded schools

3) do not move any school districts

4) offer a priority listing of schools needing remodeling
5) inform community of plans that affect all schools

A point of order was requested of the Chairman at this time relative to the
foregoing motion being ruled out of order.

The Chairman recognized the motion to be in order.

Motion of Mr. Badeaux, seconded by Mr. Duplantis, unanimously carried, the
Board challenged the ruling of the Chair.

Motion of Mr. Duplantis, seconded by Mr. Thomas, unanimously carried, the
Board deviated from the regular order of the agenda to receive a partial report of
the Finance, Insurance, and Section 16 Lands Committee.

The following partial report of the Finance, Insurance, and Section 16 Lands
Committee was presented to the Board with Mr. Duplantis, Chairman, presiding:

Dear Members of the Board:

The FINANCE, INSURANCE, and SECTION 16 LANDS COMMITTEE met in the
Board Room of the School Board Office, 201 Stadium Drive, at 5:00 P.M. on
Monday, August 16, 2004, with the following members present: Mr. Donald
Duplantis, Chairman; Mr. Richard Jackson, Vice-Chairman; and Mr. Roosevelt
Thomas. Also in attendance were Mr. L. P. Bordelon, Ill, Superintendent Ed
Richard, Jr., and members of the staff.

Mr. Duplantis called the meeting to order. The meeting began with the
invocation and Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

The following is a partial report of the Committee meeting.
At the request of Mr. Clayton Lovell, Board Attorney, the Committee deviated
from the regular order of the agenda to cover the matter pertaining to the

Heirs of Vincent E. Lovell relative to Section 16, Township 20 South, Range 16
East, and then returned to the regular order of the agenda.
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Mr. Lovell informed the Committee that a request has been made relative to
the Heirs of Vincent E. Lovell regarding properties in Section 16, Township 20
South, Range 16 East. He stated, as per Constitutional Amendment, the
transfer would be consistent with other transfers of properties in that Section.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 1

The Committee recommends that the Board adopt the attached resolution and
allow Mr. Clayton Lovell to prepare the proper documents relative to the
transfer of properties located in Section 16, Township 20 South, Range 16 East,
to the Heirs of Vincent E. Lovell.

Mr. Lee Bloch and Mr. Michael Veazey reported to the Committee the
negotiations with the State relative to the nomination of Section 16, Township
22 South, Range 18 East, were not going as well as expected. Mr. Bloch
indicated that in order to get more favorable results for the Terrebonne Parish
School System legislative means may have to be used. He stated that there
were some advantages in us utilizing the State advertisement. They do charge
a 10% fee for leasing. He suggested however, that the Board do its own leasing
and thus save the 10%. Mr. Bloch offered the following suggestions:

1) Authorize the Board President and Superintendent to send the attached
letter to the Secretary of the Louisiana Department of Natural Resources
expressing the disappointment relative to the recent meeting regarding
the State handling of the nomination of Section 16, Township 22 South,
Range 18 East. Forward copies of the letter to various legislators,
government officials, staff members, and also to surrounding area school
Superintendents.

2) Allow the staff to send a letter of protest regarding the leasing by the
State of Section 16, Township 22 South, Range 18 East.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 2

The Committee recommends that the Board President be authorized to send
the attached letter indicating the disappointment by the Terrebonne Parish
School Board relative to the settlement agreement between the State and the
School Board regarding Section 16, Township 22 South, Range 18 East.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 3

The Committee recommends that the Board authorize the Superintendent and
staff to send a letter of protest regarding the State leasing of Section 16,
Township 22 South, Range 18 East.

Benefit Management service provider, effective September 1, 2004, to coincide
with the Health Benefit Program.
